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Walled City Market 2010/11 Period
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY.

Derry City Council has attached the following conditions of entry for its monthly “Walled City Market” normally operated on the City Walls on the first Saturday of each month. Failure by traders to comply with any of the attached conditions may result in permission to trade being withdrawn and the relevant enforcement action instigated by Derry City Council.  
These conditions must be signed and dated following confirmation of acceptance at the Market.

Derry City Council reserve the right to make amendments to these conditions without prior consultation and to inform traders of such changes in writing.
Conditions for Traders

1. Market traders will be required (upon acceptance) to apply for a Street Trading Licence in compliance with the relevant legislation. 

2. Traders will be required to attend each monthly market event organised   by Derry City Council. Participation is for nine months only for the said period.  Applicants will be required to re-apply for subsequent yearly terms thereafter. 
3. Traders will be required to pay market fees either by direct Debit on a monthly basis or in cash prior to each Market event.   Direct Debit fees will be collected from customer accounts on the 15th day of each month preceding each market event; 

4. If a trader is unable to participate in any of the scheduled markets they must notify DCC in writing at least 3 days prior to the event.  In the event of written notice being provided within 3 days, the fee paid will be used for the next market event.  Should 3 days written notice not be provided, then the fee paid for the missed market event will be non-refundable and non-transferable.  Should notice not be given, this will be recorded as non-appearance in terms of future participation being reviewed 
5. In the event of two absences (consecutive or intermittent) during the trading term, Council reserves the right to review and in cases terminate future participation at the Walled City Market.   

6. Missed payment of fees will be regarded as non attendance and will result in suspension of licence and refusal of entry to the market.
7. Trader fees per market will be as follows- £30 per 3m x 3 metre pitch plus a £10 electrical charge (where required).

     (DCC reserve the right to review these fees without prior notice)

8. Participating traders must use the standard sized 3metre x 3metre stalls provided by Derry City Council; The use of privately owned or mobile stalls will not be permitted.  Traders must also take sufficient measures to protect the ground surface at the market venue and therefore ensure that all equipment  has protective coverings attached

9. Vehicle access to the pedestrian zone at Guildhall Square and Waterloo Place will not be permitted at any time and all loading/unloading must take place outside of this zone.  Unauthorised vehicles parked in this zone may be subject to a penalty notice enforced by the Department for Regional Development parking attendants.  
10. All traders who require electricity must present a valid P.A.T certificate (Portable Appliance Testing) in accordance with Health and Safety at Work legislation and corresponding certified labels must be place on the equipment that has been tested for identification purposes. Traders will not be permitted to use generators in the market area
11. No LPG cylinders shall be operated or used by any trader without (a) a health and safety assessment and (b) the prior written permission/certification of Derry City Council.

12. Setting up of stalls and counters shall take place before 9.00 am on the day of trading.  No setting up shall take place after this time and Council reserves the right to refuse entry after this time. 
13. Trading times shall operate from 10-00am to 4-00pm on the said date

14. No servicing or other vehicles shall enter, wait or park within the designated market area at any time during the market event
15.  Traders shall operate their activity only in the allocated positions/stalls as instructed by Derry City Council and shall not encroach beyond their permitted boundaries in terms of displays, signs and goods
16. Product displays should be of an appropriate standard and traders should ensure that the immediate area of their stall is kept clean at all times.  All refuse should be placed in the bins provided and other waste matter/water taken away from the market area
17. Traders shall not display openly on their stalls, any flags or emblems of any nature considered by the Council to cause offence.

18.  Only goods authorised as part of the Council’s licensing procedures shall be sold.

19. Traders shall ensure that they comply with all relevant Health & Safety  regulations.

20.  Traders (where appropriate) shall ensure that they comply with all relevant Food Hygiene regulations, and that they are registered with their Local Food Hygiene Department, at their relevant Council area.  Environmental Health Officers from Derry City Council may visit the Walled City Market at any time for the purposes of inspection and enforcement.
21. Traders shall comply with any verbal or written instructions provided by an authorised Officer/Agent of Derry City Council.  Refusal to comply with such instructions may result in necessary enforcement action being initiated and future participation at the market being reviewed  

22. Traders must hold valid relevant  insurance(s), which specifies cover for trading from a Market Stall

23. Traders must provide a first aid box equipped to deal with accidents that could occur at your stall.

24. Traders or anyone working at your stall are not allowed to smoke at the stall or in the vicinity of the stall 

25. Approval to trade at the Walled City Market is non-transferable to any other person/company
