Chairperson’s Business.

C105/11	Local Government Elections.

The Mayor referred to those Members who would not be standing for re-election in the forthcoming Local Government Elections to be held on 5th May and commended them on the service they had given to Council during their term and wished them every success in their future endeavours.  He also wished all Members standing for re-election every success.

Members from all Parties acknowledged the contribution made to Council and the City by Councillors Bradley, Quigley and Durkan and Alderman Campbell who would not be standing for re-election in the local government elections.  They were commended on the valued service they had given to their communities during their term as elected representatives and Members wished them well in their future pursuits.

Councillors Bradley, Quigley and Durkan thanked Members for their kind comments and said it had been a privilege to serve on Council.  They acknowledged and praised the hard work and efforts of Council staff.  They then wished their colleagues every success in the forthcoming Elections.

C106/11	Civic Honours Competition

The Acting Town Clerk and Chief Executive advised that a competition had been launched to create a new city to mark the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee in 2012.  He stated that details of the Civic Honours Competition had been unveiled by the Minister for Constitutional Reform who was inviting local authorities across the United Kingdom to apply.

He said existing cities had also been invited to bid for the award of a Lord Mayoralty or, in Scotland, a Lord Provostship.  The awards were a rare mark of distinction which were sparingly granted and would be made in honour of the 60th anniversary of The Queen’s accession to the throne.
He stated that any local authority (district, borough, parish/town/community or unitary council) in any part of the United Kingdom which considered that its area deserved to be granted the honour of city status was welcome to enter the competition by the closing date of 27 May 2011.

C110/11	Regional Services Committee.

Matter Arising from Minutes.

C111/11	Ballyarnett Country Park.

A member of the SDLP grouping expressed concern that horses were again straying onto main roadways adjacent to the Ballyarnett lands.  He said earlier that day five horses had been spotted roaming onto Madam’s Bank Road when young children were making their journey to school and a number had also been sighted the previous evening in the surrounding area.  He highlighted the serious danger that this presented which, if unresolved, could prove catastrophic.  He said it was crucial that the owners of these animals were identified and held accountable.  He acknowledged the ongoing efforts by the Temporary Director of Development and the Manager of Leisure Services to have the matter resolved.  However, he pointed out that this was in many respects a policing issue given the traffic management aspect relating thereto.  

A member of the Sinn Fein grouping suggested addressing the issue in a practical manner by endeavouring to bring together all of the agencies concerned to discuss a possible solution to the problem.  He requested that a meeting of those bodies be arranged as a matter of urgency. He acknowledged that this was an ongoing problem and expressed concern that many local residents feared the likelihood of a major accident occurring.

A member of the SDLP grouping concurred with the above comments and agreed that this was creating a serious problem for local residents.  She expressed concern that the owners of these animals had not been identified and acknowledged the potential dangers if the problem was not resolved. 

The Temporary Director of Development referred to the policy adopted by Council in relation to this issue which, when attempting to implement, had faced considerable challenges.  She referred to discussions she had earlier that day with the Manager of Leisure Services when it was suggested that a meeting be arranged with representatives from USPCA, PSNI, the City Secretary and Solicitor and herself to discuss the problem.  She said it was necessary to establish how to move forward without delay.

C112/11	To Receive Representatives from Western Health and Social Care Trust
(Ref. RS32/11).

A member of the Sinn Fein grouping expressed concern at the serious lack of social housing in the City and in particular the lack of bungalow style accommodation for the elderly and people with disabilities.  He suggested that Council write to DSD and the Housing Executive expressing concern at the lack of bungalows included in the development plan for the City.  He expressed concern that the new housing development at Skeoge only contained 24 bungalow style properties which was seriously inadequate.  He said that in order to move forward and enjoy a better mix of housing stock it was necessary to provide a greater percentage of bungalow type houses and referred to the need for wider consultation with local communities regarding their housing needs.  He referred to the need to develop communities and encourage independent living.

In response to a query from the said Member, the Acting Town Clerk and Chief Executive said he was not aware if the Minister had replied to Council’s letter requesting a review of the points system. 

A member of the Unionist grouping, whilst supporting the above comments, expressed concern that there were no plans for new build in the Waterside area.  He said the situation was becoming increasingly worse with prospective tenants who had accumulated considerable points not being allocated accommodation.

A member of the Sinn Fein grouping agreed with the above speaker’s comments pointing out that the Top of the Hill in particular and the Waterside in general were in greatest need of social housing.  She acknowledged the demand for bungalow style accommodation throughout the City.


The Acting Town Clerk and Chief Executive undertook to relay Members’ concerns to the relevant bodies.

A member of the SDLP grouping pointed out that Housing Executive waiting lists did not outline the number of bungalow type dwellings required as people were advised not to apply specifically for this type of accommodation and the true demand was not apparent.  However, given the growing elderly population there was an obvious demand.  He queried the Housing Executive’s decision not to include more bungalows in its newbuild plans.  He said currently many tenants requiring bungalow type accommodation were living in 3-4 bedroom houses which would be released if bungalows were made available.  He suggested that upon receipt of a reply from the Minister to the above-mentioned correspondence a meeting be arranged to discuss this matter.

Another member of the SDLP grouping suggested that following the forthcoming local government elections senior officials from the Housing Executive be invited to attend an early meeting of Council to discuss the matter.

C114/11	Destruction of Wheelie Bins in Galliagh Area.

A member of the SDLP grouping expressed concern that a number of residents in the Galliagh area had their wheelie bins burned depriving them of their refuse facility.  She said a number of tenants had approached Council and the Housing Executive regarding the possibility of having their bins replaced but were advised that neither organisation was responsible for replacing damaged or stolen bins and she requested that this be addressed as a matter of urgency.

The said member also referred to a number of incidents when lids of wheelie bins had been damaged and Refuse Collectors had refused to empty these bins.  She referred to a particular incident whereby an individual whose wheelie bin had been burned on two occasions had been replaced.  However, the lid of the third bin had now been damaged and Refuse Collectors were refusing to empty this bin.  She requested that Officer address this problem.

A member of the Sinn Fein grouping acknowledged this ongoing problem but  indicated that when she had approached Council and the Housing Executive regarding the matter their response was most encouraging.  She said Officers had indicated that Council would replace bins in cases where the owner could prove that the original bin had been stolen or damaged.  

The City Engineer undertook to arrange a meeting with the Housing Executive to address the matter and, in the meantime, invited Members to submit details of individual cases to be investigated.

C119/11	Derry/Londonderry Regeneration Plan
		Catalyst Project – Early Intervention City.

Extracted from Town Clerk and Chief Executive’s Report:-

“I wish to advise Members on recent developments regarding the implementation of the Regeneration Plan.  It was agreed at the Strategy Board that, in pursuit of the objective of establishing the City as a model on Early Intervention, this objective would be best served by the effective integration of our Early Intervention efforts in relation to the work of three Sectoral Working Groups, namely,
 
· Health and Wellbeing
· Children and Young People
· Education and Skills.
  
At a recent meeting representatives of the three groups agreed with the rationale for merging their energies in pursuit of one programme of Early Intervention.  In order to move the process forward it is proposed to convene a Workshop at which key aspects of the Sectoral Working Groups’ plans can be merged into one integrated Early Intervention Programme.  I have proposed that Council will take the lead in moving this project forward and through Derry Healthy Cities Project, which has been recognised as our partner in this Initiative, will make the necessary arrangements for the hosting and facilitation of the event.  It is anticipated that there may be some cost associated with this event and I would anticipate that it would be in the order of £500.  I seek Council approval for the payment of the associated costs in support of the Workshop.  In anticipation of an agreed way forward I would propose a detailed report on the subject to be submitted for Members’ information during the June cycle of meetings.

C120/11	Establishment of a European Unit.

Extracted from a Town Clerk and Chief Executive’s Report:-

“Members will be aware of a recent decision of Council in which it committed to establishing an in-house European Unit.  The objectives in setting up this Unit are twofold, namely:-

· To maximise the awareness within Council and among our key stakeholders of the full spectrum of European Funding Programmes which is currently available and                                   
· To identify those EU Funding Programmes which are most compatible with the financial challenges for Council and the City in general in meeting the demands of the evolving Regeneration Plan.

In attempting to prepare the ground for the establishment of the Unit, Council representatives have met with Laura Leonard, European Officer, Belfast City Council and with Dr Ken Bishop, European Officer, NILGA.  Ms Leonard has recently been seconded to work in Derry through Ilex on a part-time basis.  Her role will be to assist Ilex in mapping regeneration funding opportunities through European Programmes and to assist Council in the establishment of its European Unit.  Dr Bishop will provide additional analysis in terms of the current and evolving European funding landscape.  Both Officers have significant records of achievement in this field and will provide critical insights as Council seeks to move forward on this key strategic initiative.  It has been agreed that both Officers will provide briefings to Council Management in the coming weeks with a view to a paper being prepared for consideration during the June cycle of meetings.  Ideally, this paper will set out the Business Case rationale for the establishment of the Unit and the associated costs/benefit analysis.  The paper will also set out proposals for establishing the Unit, at least in pilot form, from September 2011.  

It has become clear in our discussions to date that Council should maximise the opportunities that are presented by a range of European networks.  In particular it is the view of the Council team, which has been involved to date, that there is much merit in seeking associate membership of the Eurocities Network.

The network now consists of over 140 large European cities.  Work is focused around the following:

· Economic Development 
· Social Affairs
· Culture
· Mobility
· Knowledge Society 
· Environment

The Secretariat for the network is based in Brussels with a staff and Executive Board of elected members from cities throughout Europe.  Fora meetings are held three times a year in rotated venues around Europe and each forum has a maximum of eight working groups.  An AGM is held each November.

Eurocities will allow this Council to develop and strengthen its role in city leadership, reflecting the values and messages contained in the corporate plan.  This platform has consistently opened avenues of policy development, funding and legislation dissemination, allowing the City a stronger voice both regionally and in Europe.  

I would therefore propose that Council agrees to become an associate member of the Eurocities Network, the cost for which is €5,000 per forum 

Furthermore, in anticipation of Members’ acceptance of the above proposal I wish to advise that the Eurocities Network is holding its Cooperation Framework Event on 19/20 May in Bordeaux.  I believe there is much merit in Council sending a small delegation to this event and would propose one Member and one Officer be approved to attend.

I await your comments and recommendations.”

A member of the Sinn Fein grouping referred to the significance of this piece of work in respect of which Council had been lobbying for some time.  She welcomed the secondment of Ms. Laura Leonard, European Officer, Belfast City Council to work in the City through Ilex on a part-time basis.  She said her input would be invaluable and referred to the importance of utilizing her skills to their best potential to establish the Unit.  She said Council must be clear in its objectives on moving forward and in relation to which Forums it would become involved.

 A member of the SDLP grouping concurred with the above comments in welcoming the input from Ms. Laura Leonard.  She pointed out that Council should also benefit from the involvement of Dr. Ken Bishop, NILGA’s representative in Brussels.  She said it was important that the Executive used its influence in Europe.  She then suggested that Council become involved in the Taskforce which had been set up and utilize this to its greatest potential.  She also suggested that Council become fully involved in European issues and learn of any grants available through Europe and how these could be sourced.  She said Derry, as the second largest City and regional capital should be entitled to significant grant funding and must endeavour to find out what was available and how these could be progressively obtained.

C121/11	IBEC-CBI Joint Business Council Business and Economy Forum.

“Members are advised that IBEC-CBI are hosting the Joint Business Council Business and Economy Forum in the City on Thursday 14th April, 2011.  Members may recall that IBEC-CBI also held their Regional Forum Meeting in the City last year which was attended by over 100 business leaders and senior Government Officials from Scotland, Ireland and Northern Ireland.    

At this year’s Forum there will be a keynote address by Juan José Ibarretxe Markuartu, a leading member of the Basque Nationalist Party (PNV), he was President of Spain’s Basque Country autonomous community from 2nd January, 1999 to 7th May, 2009.

Furthermore, the Speaker Panel will consist of The Mayor, Councillor Colum Eastwood, Colin Wolfe DG REGIO European Commission (invited), Danny McCoy, Director General IBEC. Mark Durkan, M.P., Aaron Forde, IBEC NW Regional President and Chief Executive, Connaught Gold, Michael Heaney, Director Planning and Economic Development, Donegal County Council.

There are 3 Key Sessions organised by the Forum Meeting these being EU Regional Policy and Competitive Cross Border Regions; North West Gateway Project – Delivering for the Region and Building the Transatlantic Partnership.

Council has received a request from the Organising Committee of IBEC-CBI for a financial contribution towards the hosting of the Forum.  The total costs are estimated at £6,300 and I would recommend that Council makes a contribution of £1,500 which can be accommodated within the Development Department budget for 2011/12.

		“Background

A group from the ‘Columban Community’ have recently met with Council officers to discuss a proposed Columban Pageant, to be held on 9th June in the city. 

The idea for a City Centre Pageant began with Fr. Neal Carlin and the Columba Community who are celebrating their 30th Anniversary on 9th June 2011, the feast of St. Columba. The pageant is being organised by a steering group which has a cross-community make-up and focus. It includes representatives from the Columba Community, Magee University Choir, Inner City Trust and Churches Trust.

The Pageant is in four Acts and commemorates themes in Columba’s life, particularly his repentance and desire for reconciliation. It will begin at the Diamond, proceed down Shipquay Street and reach the Guildhall Square. The pageant will be played out in drama, dance and song. The final piece is a celebration of poetry, prayer and song in the Celtic tradition, and will be held inside the Guildhall. The entire pageant will have a strong family ethos.

Council officers from the Heritage and Museum Service, Community Services, Arts Section, Economic Development and the Deputy Town Clerk have recently met with the group and will provide assistance and advice in progressing this project where possible.”

		Transitional Arrangements For District Policing Partnerships.

		Extracted from Town Clerk and Chief Executive’s Report:-

“The City Secretary and Solicitor has reported to me as follows.

		‘Background:

The Northern Ireland Policing Board (NIPB) has written to me to advise on the legislative arrangements for District Policing Partnerships (DPPs) that will apply immediately following the local government elections scheduled for May 2011 (Appendix A). 

Given that the new Council rather than the old Council will be involved in the reconstitution of the District Policing Partnership the Department of Justice has confirmed that previous transitional arrangements which were inserted in the Police (NI) Act 2000 by the DPP (NI) Order in 2005 will continue to apply. The transitional period referred to for DPPs is the time between the local government election in May 2011 and the reconstitution date i.e. the date published by NIPB once it has completed the appointment of independent members.

In short this means that:

· During the transitional period the DPP does not have to be of a particular size and the elected members do not have to reflect the balance of parties in the Council.
· If a political member is not re-elected he/she will cease to hold office on the DPP and those who are re-elected can only hold office during the transitional period if they were already members of the DPP. 
· The Chair and Vice Chair will remain in post during the transition period as long as their term of office does not exceed 18 months which is unlikely for Derry DPP as the Chair took up office on 28th January 2011 and the Vice Chair was appointed from 1st May 2010.’”
