POLICY GUIDELINES FOR the SUPPORT OF PUBLICATIONS on the history and heritage of the city and district of Derry/Londonderry
1. The purpose of this policy is to enable Council to offer financial support for publications on the history and heritage of the City and District of Derry. 

2. Publication is defined generally to mean books, articles in Journals, etc. (to include pamphlets, videos/dvds, cds, websites and other media.)

3. Publications to be considered for support should fit into the following categories

a) Publications of original sources of historical data such as documents, maps, drawings, prints and photographs; they may also include audio and video recordings of recollections and/or personal testimonies, etc.;

b) Major seminal academic studies relating to the City Council area, e.g. significant original research verified by academic referees;

c) Publications arising from projects with which the Council has other connections, e.g. proceedings of seminars or conferences;

d) Publications that arise from or are complementary to Council's own programmes.

4. Publications of a fictional nature or which are fundamentally examples of creative writing will not be considered for support.

5. All applicants will be required to complete a grant application form.  The form will seek the following information:

a) A description of the proposed publication explaining how it meets the requirements of this policy;

b) An estimate of costs including detailed breakdown of expenditure and projected income;

c) The name(s) and cv(s) of both the author(s) and promoter(s) of the project.

6. Applicants must also submit examples of previous work in the area.  Where previous work does not exist, sample text and/or images from the proposed publication shall be submitted.

7. Applications for grant aid will be considered by designated officers of the Council’s Heritage and Museum Service with the assistance of Officers from other sections of the Council’s Development Department.  Where the assessment Board feels that it does not have the necessary expertise to adjudicate on the merits of the proposed publication it shall seek expert advice from recognised external sources.

8. Where grant aid is offered the amount shall not exceed 50% of the overall costs of the publication.  Contributions to the costs of publication will be capped at a maximum of £1000.  Where an individual or group/organisation applies for grant assistance for more than one publication in any one financial year, the total grant assistance awarded will also be capped at a maximum of £1000.

9. The offer of grant will be formulated in a Letter of Contract.

10. The provision of financial assistance shall be acknowledged in the publication as follows: This publication has been supported financially by Derry City Council through its Heritage and Museum Service, or by such other form of words to be agreed at the time of the offer of grant assistance.  The publication will also carry the Logo of Derry City Council and the Logo of the Council’s Heritage and Museum Service.  There shall also be a statement that the Council’s provision of financial assistance does not imply Council’s endorsement of the editorial content of the publication.

11. In the interests of transparency, Council will make available upon request reports of its decisions in relation to this policy not earlier than 25 working days and not later than 35 working days following approval of the offer or non-offer of grant assistance.

12. Should you wish to appeal any decision made in relation to this policy you should in the first instance contact The Head of Heritage and Museum Service. Harbour Museum, Harbour Square, Derry BT48 6AF. They will inform you of the process for conducting an appeal and the decision of the Head of Heritage and Museum services will be final.
