CATEGORY 1
: 
THE PRODUCT

1. The products must be hand-made on the island of Ireland, not assembled from component pieces and all the exhibitors own design.  

2. The products should reflect a high level of skill in manufacture.

3.
The products will be finished to a high standard.

4.
Products will reflect the quality image that is associated with Guildhall Craft Fair.

5.
The products will be:

· Well designed by the producer

· Durable

· Reflect their description both in materials and manufacturing process.

· Fulfil their expected function 

· Aesthetically pleasing

 Products should not carry strong political messages

PLEASE NOTE:  Exhibitors are only permitted to sell products that are passed for exhibition at the Guildhall Craft Fair.

CATEGORY 2: 
THE EXHIBITOR

1.
SUITABILITY OF EXHIBITOR FOR THE GUILDHALL CRAFT FAIR
GUILDHALL CRAFT FAIR should not be used as a launching pad for businesses except in exceptional circumstances, or as an annual excursion into craft retailing.

Due to the growing demand for space it is imperative that previous exhibitors display consistent development both of their product range and also of their stand & product presentations.

Participants should be actively involved in developing the industry.

IS GUILDHALL CRAFT FAIR A VITAL CHANNEL FOR EXHIBITORS?


On the occasion that there is an over subscription of one particular discipline then it may be necessary to exclude one or more and this will be done on the following basis:

Quality of the products will determine further selection.  Superior quality products will be selected.

Commitment to product and stand presentation.

Exposure - If an exhibitor has attended the show several times they may find themselves excluded to generate an alternative for the customer.

Where two applicants have equal merits, the applicant who lives in the Northwest area will be accepted first.

3. COMMITMENT TO QUALITY IMAGE & PRESENTATION


Professional stand presentation – It is vital that the exhibitors display effort with their stand presentation, as a poorly presented stand will ultimately affect the overall image of the show.


ADDITIONAL POINTS

Complementary ranges (non-crafts) quality control must be stringently applied to these products.

Due to the high demand for space, the stands are allocated by the event manager and cannot be pre-booked.   

Please note that it is imperative that all exhibitors comply with the selection criteria during the craft fair, as a failure to do so will result in products being withdrawn from stands during the fair.
